Change filters
to stay comfortable

condition/

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filters regularly.

With that said, your life
style and where the filters are
located in your home play a
big role in how often the filter
needs to be replaced. Filters
located in the middle of the
house occupied by two adults
may not need to be changed
as often. On the other hand,
a mobile home with the filter
located close to the back door
and occupied by a large family
with kids running in and out all
day may need to be changed
every two to three weeks.

Check the filter periodically
and after awhile you will be
able to judge for yourself how
often it needs to be changed.

Why is changing the filter
important? A clogged filter
restricts airflow across the
A/C evaporating coil and can
cause it to freeze up. Also it
sucks dirt and dust in through
any cracks or crevices in the
return vents because of the
higher negative pressure.

The expensive filters do
a better job of filtering, but
can also create this negative
pressure situation. | just use
the cheap filter and change it
more often.
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
