Article 3¢ Trustees
Section 3.1.General Powers.The business

During a Power Outage

Dry ice can help keep freezers chilfind it by

During cold months, it may be tempting to store
food outside. Although this may work for cold drinks,
food can spoil in direct sunlight. Curious animals may
also take advantage of an outside stash.

Rather than putting the food outside, consider tak-
ing advantage of the cold temperatures by making ice.
Fill buckets, empty milk cartons, or cans with water
and leave them outside to freeze. Then transfer the
